The Keys, throughout Florida, in many places throughout our
nation and clearly world-wide, there have been calamities that
have affected the lives of many, many people.

The Hanafis, Shafi’is and the Malikis hold

that if the number of dissentients be not
large, then the majority view though not
absolute, is valid and of binding authority.
The reason for unanimity is that whereas
an individual jurist is liable to err, unanimity is a quality that
raises presumption of infallibility in afavour of the entire body.
According to Hanafis, Malikis and generally Shafi’isan ijmais
complete after the jurists of an age have had sufficient time to
deliberate and then arrived at an agreement. The version of
Hanbal and some Shafi’ doctors is that it is not complete until
al of the jurists who arrived at a conclusion are dead without
any one having withdrawn his assent or changed his opinion.
The general view of the Sunni School is that a question de-
cided by ijma cannot be reopened by individual jurists of the
same or subsequent age unless the decision is one in which a
particular jurist had differed. ljma of an age may be reversed
or repealed by a subsequent ijma of the same age and an ijma
of one age may be repealed by an ijma of a subsequent age
except an ijma arrived at by the companions of the Prophet,
which is unrepealable and as such incapable of being repealed
later. A decision constituted by ijma may be expressed in words
known or by practice of the jurists called (fa'ili). In both cases
it can either be regular or irregular. If the mujtahids severally
declare their opinion in words, the ijma so constituted will be
regular. But if some observe silence without expressing dis-
sent, it will be irregular. Similarly in the case of ijma by prac-
tice if the mujtahids adopt a particular view of the law, it will
be regular, and if some do not indicate dissent it will be irregu-
lar. Some Hanafi doctors make no difference between regular
and irregular ijma, but some Shafi’s, some Malikis, some
Mu'tazilis and the Zahiris do not recognize the validity of ir-
regular ijma at al. As to the number of jurists participating in
the deliberations, Hanafis and Malikis do not consider that the
number should be large. But some say that it should not be less
than two.
QIYAS - Qiyas or analogy is a source of law for the applica-
bility of which the basis is reason, logic or opinion. This was
necessitated by occurrence of new cases due to passage of
time and expansion of the Islamic State and was a develop-
ment on individual free thought, ra'y, through more systematic
reasoning on the existing sources viz; Qur’an and Sunnah. All
the four Sunni Schools are agreed that in matters not provided
for by a Qur’anic text or tradition nor determined by consen-
sus of opinion, law may be deduced from what has been laid
down by any of the other three authorities by the use of Qiyas.
The function of analogy is stretched to extension of the law of
the texts to cases not falling within the purview of its terms.

“O you who have believed, let not a people
ridicule [another] people; perhapsthey may
be better than them; nor let women ridicule [other] women;
perhaps they may be better than them. And do not insult one
another and do not call each other by [offensive] nicknames.
Wketched is the name of disobedience after [one'g] faith. And
whoever does not repent - then it is those who are the wrong-
doers. [Qur’an 49:11] Abu Huraira (RA) reported: A bedouin
urinated in the mosque, and the people rushed to beat him.
Allah's Messenger (SAW) ordered them to leave him and pour
a bucket or a tumbler (full) of water over the place where he
had passed urine. The Prophet then said, “You have been sent
to make things easy (for the people) and you have not been
sent to make things difficult for them.” The Prophet Muhammad
(SAW) said: “Anybody who believesin Allah and the Last Day
should not harm his neighbor, and anybody who believes in
Allah and the Last Day should entertain his guest generously,
and anybody who believes in Allah and the Last Day should
talk what is good or keep quiet”. (I.e. abstain from al kinds of
evil and dirty talk).” (Al-Bukhari) When a Christian delegation
from Ethiopian churches came to Medina, the Prophet opened
up his mosque for them to stay in, hosted them generously,
and personally served them meals. He said: They were gener-
ous to our companions, so | wish to be generous to them in
person...” narrated by Abu Hurayrah, Sahih Al Bukhari, Vol: 8
Hadith 47. The above event leads right into the next incident,
which happened recently at a local masjid. During Ramadan,
just before breaking fast in the masjid, a young woman walked
over to the area where many sisters were waiting to break their
fast. This young woman was not a muslim, and was not wear-
ing a hijab. As she went to enter the door of the masjid, these
responsible sisters started talking about her loudly, staring at
her and then one of them verbally attacked the young woman
yelling at her “to get out of here, you don’t belong here”. These
insults literally brought this young woman to tears. She was
frozen in utter disbelief and embarrassment, while the sisters
continued to insult her. Thankfully, some other kindhearted sis-
ters came to her aid to talk and comfort her. Choking back her
tears, the young woman explained that she came to find out
more about Islam. She did not know that she had to wear the
hijab, before entering the mosque. The compassionate sisters
reassured her that this behavior from the antagonistic sisters
was unacceptable and definitely not tolerated in Islam. The
young woman gently said, she did not want to come back to
the mosque and she walked away. Now, let us step back and
ask ourselves, were the sisters pleased with their actions?

Dr. Harun Yahya | gted mankind according to acertain disposi-

tion: “ So set you your face steadily and truly to the Faith: (es-
tablish) God's handiwork according to the pattern on which
He has made mankind.” (Qur’an, 30:30) The disposition of
mankind relies on being a servant to God and having faith in
Him. Since man is unable to meet his unlimited wishes and
needs by himself, he naturally needs to humble himself before
God and turn to Him. If theindividual livesin accordance with
this disposition, he attains true confidence, peace, happiness
and salvation. If he deniesthisdisposition and turnsaway from
God, he spends hislifein distress, fear, anxiety and grief. This
rule, which is true for man, also holds true for societies. If a
society iscomprised of people who believein God, it becomes
ajust, peaceful, happy and wise society. Unquestionably, the
opposite also holds true. If a society is unaware of God, then
the order of such acommunity is basically ruined, corrupt and
primitive. When societies that have turned away from God are
examined, this fact is readily seen. One of the most important
results of irreligious thought is the abolishment of the concept
of morality and the development of completely corrupt societ-
ies. In a society where people live only for the satisfaction of
their own desires, it surely is not possible to maintain peace,
love and amity. In such a society, human relations depend on
mutual interests. An extremefeeling of distrust prevails. When
there is no reason for one to be sincere, honest, reliable or
well-behaved, nothing standsin theway of dissimulation, false-
hood, or betrayal. The members of such societies have “cast
God away behind their backs (with contempt)” (Qur’an, 11:92)
and thus never acknowledged the fear of God. Since they can-
not “make ajust estimate of God,” they are unmindful of the
day of judgement and the day of account. This situation natu-
rally brings on the ethical degeneration and moral collapse that
we see in many societies today. When every individual thinks
of nothing but the satisfaction of his own needs and desires,
everyone else, including his family and friends, have second-
ary importance. Other individuals in society have no impor-
tance whatsoever. Not knowing by whom, when or how mis-
deeds will be committed in such a society, people live spiritu-
ally in a condition of great fear and distress. General distrust
and suspi cion cause them to lead very unhappy lives. In asoci-
ety where all kinds of moral values are disregarded, the out-
look of people on notions such as family, honesty and chastity
is quite alarming, for they have no fear of God.

There are many Muslims, who believe that Allaah SWT expects
nothing more from them, than to go through the daily, weekly
and yearly rituals, without stretching themselves and making
sacrifices for the sake of their communities and for others in
distress. These Muslims seem to think, that their prayer, their
fasting and Hajj alone will earn the pleasure of Allaah SWT and
secure their place in paradise. Some of them even become so
outwardly pious and self-righteous, that their main pleasure is
to debate the finer details of some minor issue, quoting Quran
and Hadith at length. It is, as if their concern for these tiny
technicalities will somehow make up for their lack of
involvement with the real pressing problems of the day. These
people are what we might call, formal Muslims, because they
are more concerned about the form, than with the substance,
of Islam. Can they be right? Is this attitude enough? Will Allaah
SWT accept us as mere formal Muslims? Can we really attain
the goal of truly righteous Believers by only observing our
prayers in a narrow, formal way, and caring for little else? In
Surah Al Bagara, 2:v177 we read, “ It is not righteousness that
you turn your faces toward East or West. But it is righteousness
to believe in Allaah SWT and the Last Day and the Angels and
the Book and the Messengers. To spend of your substance out
of love for Him, for your kin, for orphans, for the needy, for
the wayfarer, for those who ask and for the ransom of slaves;
to be steadfast in prayer and to practice regular charity. To
fulfil the contracts which ye have made; and to be firm and
patient in pain (or suffering) and adversity and throughout all
periods of panic. Such are the people of truth the Allaah SWT-
fearing.” In one beautiful, sweeping and inspiring verse, we
are told precisely, what “righteousness’ really means. The truly
righteous Muslim, is not one who simply faces east or west in
ritual prayer. It is one whose whole life has been dedicated to
the service of Allaah SWT, and of all His creatures. A true
believer’'s heart is full of fear and reverence and respect for his
Lord. These are the qualities of Al Muttagee, one whose heart
is full of tagwa. We must believe sincerely in al that Allaah
SWT teaches us through his Books and Messengers. And then,
just as important, we must carry out those beliefs. We must
translate them into Action. Without action, our beliefs have no
meaning. Doing our duties to Allaah SWT, therefore, cannot be
separated from doing our duties to our fellow human beings.
For this reason, we find that in no less than 18 places The Holy
Qur’an uses the expression: “Establish the prayer, and practice
regular charity.” The one is a duty we owe to Allaah SWT, the
other is a duty we owe to our fellow human beings.

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MUSLIM MATHEMATICIANS

OF A GOLDEN PAST

T.T.U.T.A’s TeacHeR oF THE YEAR 2013, TriNiDAD, WI

IIm (knowledge) is a vital tool needed for
the success of Muslims if we are to shape
"this world of ours. Many Muslims of cen-
turies (7" to 13") gone by took up such a
responsibility and lit the world with a daz-

zling array of discoveries and developments in the academic
domain of mathematics. Those centuries were regarded as
the golden age of Muslim learning. Towering above most as a
mathematician and known for his intellectual rigour was Al-
Khwarizmi of the ninth century in the Arab world. His math-
ematical treatise or work “Al-Jabr wa Al-Mugabala’ (Book of
Calculations, Restoration and Reduction) was a pivitol point
in academia as from the book’s title (the phrase a jabr) the
name algebra originated, hence him being known as the Fa-
ther of Algebra. A translation of that algebra book by Al-
Khwarizmi from Arabic to Latin was done in 1145 by Robert
of Chester an Englishman. Al -Khwarizmi also authored many
other books in mathematics, one of them being an arithmetic
text that was translated a few times. All of Khwarizmi’s math-
ematical works were colossal in their influences. Another class
mathematician was Al-Kargji, a Persian of the 10" century.
His inputs ran the gamut of mathematics viz. arithmetic, alge-
bra and geometry. The method of proof by mathematical in-
duction was developed and made famous by him. Al- Kafi fi
Al-Hisab’' (Essentials of Arithmetic) was one of two famous
bookswritten by him and which provided computational guide-
lines or rules thus others’ claim of his arithmetization of alge-
bra. In the 13" century came a brilliant mathematician from
Persia and he was Al-Tusi. Spherical trigonometry became
his specialty. One should not forget the giant in mathematics
known as Al-Biruni (973-1050 CE). Among his grandiose ac-
complishments was his calculation of the earth’s circumfer-
ence in a unique way. Straddling both fields of poetry and
mathematics was a bulb that glowed in the early 12" century
and one who was a versatile genius, Omar Khayyam. This
mathematician shone in algebraic geometry. However, Omar
Khayyam was in many circles more recognized in the literary
sphere of poetry. Other Muslim mathematicians who excelled
were ibn Qurra (9" century), ibn Sinan,and al-Uqglidisi (10"
century), al-Haytham (Alhazen) of the 11" century and the
13" century pair of al-Farisi and al-Marrakushi. Since the ar-
ticles focuses on mathematics, | would pose a problem of
that nature to tickle one’'s imagination: There are five num-
bersA, B, C, D and E. The sum of the five numbersis divided
by the product of five specially selected factors (one suitable
