| believethat alarge part of conflict existsin theworld because
of afailureto understand each other. Whether it isin our busi-
nesses, in our homes, in our houses of worship, in our com-
munities, in government or in conflicts between nations | be-
lieve that often the true source of conflict is afailure to com-
municate with each other, to listen to each other but moreim-
portantly to really express empathy to what others are saying.
When we speak we usually try to convince someone el se why
we're right. Even when we try to listen to another we still
often listen to what they say but interpret it in terms of our
own narrow context. We listen to what they say, dissect the
thought and argue back to prove that we are right based on
what they say. We often think that the solutions will be cor-
rected if we communicate our own position better so that they
understand us better. And then WE decidewhat OTHERS “re-
ally” want and how that what they want is really what WE
want, and then we try to convince them of this fact without
truly understanding what they really want. While solutionscould
be achieved through better communication, it needsto go be-
yond just listening and responding to what we hear. It needsto
be based on listening and then making every effort to truly
understand what they want. When you put yourself into the
mind of the person or community with whom you have a con-
flict — and not merely interpret their position based on your
own feelings but truly imagine what they are saying and why
they are saying that —what are their life experiences that lead
themto their opinions and feelings, then suddenly alight bulb
goes off and you begin to feel what they feel from their point
of view and not your own. And then you can begin to solve the
conflict becauseinstead of trying to convince them and others
why you’ reright, instead you are understanding that their per-
spectiveisdifferent, and that the solution comes not from con-
vincing them that you’ re right but imagining what you would
truly want if youwereintheir place. The next timeyou getinto
an argument with someone —try it. Don’t just listen, respond
and argue, but stop and think very hard, for a while, about
what they are saying. Imaginethat you arefeeling the circum-
stancesleading them to their position. You might just find that
your conflict is resolved sooner, with less hard feelings, and
the relationship is enhanced by your sincere efforts to under-
stand the other. That truly is empathy. *

The Demographics: Myanmar (Burma) is a sovereign country
in Southeast Asia. It is bordered by India, Bangladesh, China,
Laos, and Thailand. It has a population of about 56 million.
There are over 53 million Buddhists, about three million
Christians, about three million Muslims, and about one million
Hindus and those who believe in other religions. 89% of the
country’s population is Buddhist. 4% of the population practices
Christianity; 4%, Islam; 1%, traditional animistic beliefs; and
2% follow other religions, Independent researchers put the
Muslim population at 6 to 10% of the population. Ethnic
minorities such asthe Muslim Rohingya peopl e (about 800,000),
have their citizenship status denied and treated as illegal
immigrants instead.

Report from Amnesty International

Amnesty International has received credible reports of human
rights abuses against Rohingyas and other Muslims— including
physical abuse, rape, destruction of property, and unlawful kill-
ings — carried out by both Buddhists and security forces. The
authorities should stop these acts and prevent others from oc-
curring. On 3 June, 2012, a large group of local Buddhists
killed 10 Muslims in Rakhine State, who were returning by bus
to their homes in Yangon. Myanmar’s National Human Rights
Commission said on 11 July that at least 78 people have been
killed since the violence began, but unofficial estimates exceed
100. Between 50,000 and 90,000 people are estimated to have
been displaced. The Myanmar authorities are compounding the
error by exacerbating the suffering of those displaced by the
violence and violations.

History of Anti-Muslim Riots from Wikipedia

1962 : After the coup d' état of General Ne Win , the status of
Muslims changed for the worse. Muslims were expelled from
the army and were rapidly marginalized. The generic racist
slur of “kala” (black) used against perceived “foreigners’ gained
especially negative connotations when referring to Burmese
Muslims during this time. Accusations of “terrorism” were
made against Muslim organizations such asthe All BurmaMus-
lim Union, causing Muslims to join armed resistance groups to
fight for greater freedoms.

1997 : following reports of an attempted rape by Muslim men,
a mob of about 1,000-1,500 Buddhist monks and others gath-
ered in Mandalay. They targeted the mosques first for attack,
followed by Muslim shop-houses and transportation vehicles
in the vicinity of mosgues.

MASSACRE
OF
MUSLIMS IN MYANMAR

Taj Sddiqui
Looting, destruction of property, assault,
and religious desecration al werereported.
At least three people were killed and
around 100 monks arrested.
2001 : Tension between Buddhists and
Muslims was also high in Sittwe. The re-
sentments are deeply rooted, and result
from both communities feeling that they
are under siege from the other. The vio-
lence in February 2001 flared up after an
incident in which seven young monks
refused to pay a Muslim stall holder for
cakes they had just eaten. The Muslim
seller, awoman, retaliated by beating one
of the novices, according to a Muslim
witness. He attested that several senior
monks then came to protest and a brawl
ensued. One of the monks was hit over
the head by the Muslim seller’s husband
and started to bleed. Riots then broke out.
A full-scale riot erupted after dusk and
carried on for several hours. Buddhists
poured gasoline on Muslim homes and
properties and set them alight. More than
thirty homes and a Muslim guest house
were burned down. Police and soldiers
reportedly stood by and did nothing to
stop the violence initially. There are no
reliable estimates of the death toll or the
number of injuries. More than twenty died
according to some Muslim activists. The
fighting took place in the predominantly
Muslim part of town and so it was pre-
dominantly Muslim property that was
damaged.
The Conflict in June 2012
The Riots : Buddhists started genocide
in Rakhinein June 2012, after Myanmar’s
President Thein Sein has said Rohingya
Muslims must be expelled from the coun-
try and sent to refugee camps run by the
United Nations. It al started on 3rd June
2012 when 11 innocent Muslims were
killed by the Burmese Army and the Bud-
dhist mobs after bringing them down
from a bus. A vehement protest was car-
ried out in the Muslim magjority province
of Arakan, but the protestors fell victim
to the tyranny of the mobs and the army.
More than 50 people were reported killed
and thousands of homes destroyed in fires

TheAlleged Rape : The wave of violence
in June was sparked by the aleged rape
and murder of a Buddhist woman by three
Muslim men in a Rakhine village. In fact,
aMuslim boy wasin love with a Buddhist
girl and both married and eloped to avoid
wrath of local people. Two other Muslim
boys helped them in arranging marriage
and also to elope subsequently. All three
boys were arrested by the police and one
who had married the Buddhist girl was
killed in the police custody. The two other
boys have been sentenced to death and
are to be executed.

Devastation of a Major City : In Sittwe,
the capital of Rakhine state, the scars of
recent conflict were everywhere.

MASSACRE OF MUSLIMS IN MYANMAR

Burned homes, shops and entire markets
dot the Buddhist-majority city of nearly
200,000 people. Traditionally Muslim
neighborhoods, such as Shwe Pyar, Nazi
Konetan and Mawlike, were deserted,
locked up, or living in deep secrecy.
Prominent mosques and buildings bear
signs from the municipality reading, “No
one is alowed to enter.” In some areas
of Sittwe, the devastation from the vio-
lence that peaked in June is comparable
to Cyclone Nargis, which struck
Myanmar in 2008. Most striking was the
almost completely absence of the
Rohingya population that once made up
nearly one-third of the city’s residents,
and the largest portion of its working
class. The impact of that loss was obvi-
ous. The Rohingya who worked as the
city’s ever-present ricksaw drivers and
porters at the jetty and markets are now
gone. There are no signs of Muslims at
the airport, the boat shuttles that ferry
passengers to outlying islands, or even
the local busses that run Buthidaung to
Maungdaw, two Rohingya-majority
states.

Mass Graves : HRW says hundreds of
men and boys were rounded up in mass
arrests, their whereabouts still unknown.
Informal Rohingya estimates put the
number of missing and arrested in the
thousands. On the hushed streets of
Sittwe and in the tent city outside
Bhumei, Rohinyga speak of the brutality
of the Rakhine and the Myanmar forces,
and of the many loved ones still missing
from the conflict. In a series of inter-
views with off-duty security officers at
bars and restaurants in Sittwe, a picture

emerged of what some Myanmar military
and police think about the Rohingya. An
ethnic Rakhine soldier from the 352 Light
Infantry Battalion claimed he and hiscom-
rades killed “300 Rohingya” from
Myothugyi village near the area of Three
Mile between Buthidaung and Maundaw
townships on the night of June 8. “I put
the butt of my gun here at [the right side
of] my waist and shot down many Mus-
limswhile keeping my left hand on maga-
zines so that | could quickly fill up my
bullets,” said the soldier, now stationed
at a village outside Maungdaw. “There
were so many dead bodies that we even
had to cal in a bulldozer to make a mass
grave.” Another ethnic Rakhine soldier
boasted that he and his troops killed an
uncountable number of Rohingya in the
village of Nyaung Chaung in the coun-
tryside around Maungdaw during the early
June crackdown.

Refugee Camps: The United Nations has
estimated that 80,000 people are still dis-
placed around the cities of Sittwe and
Maungdaw. Outside Sittwe, where the
fleeing Rohingya had gathered, the situa-
tion was worse. The village of Bhumeli, a
few kilometres to the west, was overrun
by thousands of refugees who said they
were forced from the city, first by mobs,
then by security troops. The refugees
endured the current monsoon rains in
mud-floored tents, living mostly on bags
of rice provided by the UN’s World Food
Program. There is no clinic, proper bath-
room or clean water. One woman was
crying in the street with her rain-soaked
children on her lap. She said they were
sick and there was no clinic to look after
them or food to eat.

1. Educate yourself before
you go - Learn how to per-

form this magnificent journey
closest to the Sunnah by at-
tending a course or classes by
a teacher. Because the closer
to the Sunnah your Hajj will
be, the more acceptable it will
be to Allaah. Know the vari-
ousrulings about the M eegaat,
Ilhraam, Tawaaf, staying in
Mina, stoning the Jamaraat,

2. Go with a prepared heart
- Hgjj isnot only ajourney of
the body to the house of Allaah,
itisalso ajourney of the heart
and soul. Just as it is impor-
tant to know the manners of
performing Hajj, it is equally
important to prepare yourself
spiritualy. Remember, this is
Hajj — a great act of Ibaadah,

the fifth pillar of our Deen
which Allaah loves.

3. Know Salatul Janazah -
“Whoever attendsthe janaazah
until he offers the prayer will
have one geeraat (of reward),
and whoever attends until (the
deceased) is buried will have
two geeraats.” It was said, “O
Messenger of Allaah, what are
the two qeeraats?’ He said,
“Like two great mountains,”
meaning, of reward. (Saheeh)
4. Don’'t get overwhelmed
with the crowd - This is the
Ummah of your beloved
Prophet Muhammad (S.A.W).
All of you are there for one
and one purpose only —to wor-
ship One God, Allaah. So love
them, have mercy for them
and make dua for them.

5. Time is Precious - Do dl
your 5 prayers in the Masjid,
no excuses allowed! When
you pray in Magjid al-Haraam
in Mecca, your salaah is mul-
tiplied by 100,000 times. When
you get to Mina, busy your self
with making dua, dhikr, read-
ing Qur’ aan, etc. The Prophet
(S.A.W) said: “The best of
du'ais du’a on the day of
‘ Arafah, and the best thing that

6. Hajj is not your annual vacation trip - It's an act of
Ibaadah. Remember this is Hajj, not a cruise or a vacation.
7.Don’t just say it... mean it -When you recite the Talbiyah,
don't just say it like a parrot, without knowing what it means
and what it implies. You are saying “Labbaik, Allaahumma
Labbaik..” What do these words imply? Oh Allaah | am here,
here to serve You, here to obey You, here to submit my life, my
wants, my desires only to You.

8. Be nice - Obviously, everybody wants their Hajj To be
‘Mabroor’ (accepted) becausethe Prophet (S.A.W) said: “ There
isno reward for Hajj mabroor except Paradise.” (Al-Bukhaari)
They said: “What makes Hgjj mabroor, Messenger of Allah?’
He said, “Providing food to people and spreading (the greeting
of) salaam.” (Fath al-Bari, 4/446) Thus we see that being kind
to the people, being generous and considerate, serving and hel p-
ing them isthe KEY to having your Hajj accepted. So go ahead
and help that old lady with her luggage, and the older brother
across the street. May Allah accept all the Hajj of all the broth-
ers and sisters, and teach the coming Hujjg how to best pre-
pare and earn aHajj Mabroor, Ameen. &

QRuestion. What' sthe law on the Sacrificial Animal for Eid?

Answer: The following are some references pertaining to
your guestions: Sahih Al-Bukhari - Narrated byAl Bara- The
Prophet (S.A.W) said (on the day of Id-al-Adha), “The first
thing we will do on this day of ours, isto offer the (‘1d) prayer
and then return to slaughter the sacrifice. Whoever does so, he
acted according to our Sunna (tradition), and whoever slaugh-
tered (the sacrifice) before the prayer, what he offered was
just meat he presented to his family, and that will not be con-
sidered as Nusak (sacrifice).” (On hearing that) Abu Burdabin
Niyar got up, for he had slaughtered the sacrifice before the
prayer, and said, “1 have got asix month old ram.” The Prophet
said, ‘Slaughter it (as a sacrifice) but it will not be sufficient
for any-one else (as a sacrifice after you).” Al-Bara’ added:
The Prophet said, “Whoever slaughtered (the sacrifice) after
the prayer, he slaughtered it at the right time and followed the
tradition of the Muslims.”

Conditions for Sacrifice

A sacrificial animal should satisfy the following conditions:
1. It should be two years old, if it is an animal other than a
sheep. As for sheep, even a six month old lamb may be
sacrificed, but it should be fat and healthy. As for a camel, it
must be at |east five years old, a cow two years old, and a goat
ayear old at least.

2. It should be healthy and free from all physical defects. It
should not be one eyed, nor should it limp, be mangy, or very
thin and weak.

Selecting One’s Own Sacrificial Animal

Malik has reported from Hisham bin ‘Urwah and he from his
father that he used to tell hissons: “ O my sons! Do not slaughter
an animal in the name of Allah such asyou will be embarrassed
to present as a gift to a close and respected friend of yours.
Allah isthe Most Honorable and Most Generous, and Heisthe
most deserving to be offered the best of what you have.” Sa'id
bin Mansur reported that 1bn * Umar once mounted in Makkah
on a nice she-camel, which he liked very much, and said,
“Excellent! Excellent!” admiring it. Then he dismounted, marked
it as an offering, and a sacrifice for the pleasure of Allah.

Most of these resources are, however, in areas that belong to
non-Burman ethnic minorities while the military junta, and es-
pecialy its elite, is exclusively Burman. Arakan is the region
where oil and gas exploration companiesfrom China, Indiaand
elsewhere are stationed. Arakanese are a non-Burman minority
that never had cordial relations with the majority but professes
the same religion — Buddhism; while Rohingyas who are native
to the same region are Muslims. A violent conflict in Arakanis
in the best interest of the military junta. As they side with the
Buddhists, it hel ps them project themselves as pious Buddhist
but more importantly it gives them the reason to intervene and
directly control the area. Martial law wasimposed in the region
following the recent violence. So while Arkans and Rohingyas
fight over petty faith issues, the Burman military enjoys the
riches of oil. Asit stands, the vast mgjority of Rohingyais de-
nied Myanmar citizenship, cannot own businesses, marry or
relocate. Whether this long-simmering dispute is founded in
race, religion or population, matters little to the Rohingya stuck
in camps such as Bhumei. Nor to the Rakhine who live in ma-
jority Rohingya areas and claim to live in constant fear of at-
tack. Some scholars claim the animosity between Rakhine and
Rohingya began during the Second World War, when Buddhist
backed the Japanese and Muslims the British. In either case,
unlessthe government or international bodiesintervene, thevio-
lence and discrimination seem destined to continue.
