Today | would like to remind all of us of the importance
of becoming people of good conduct and characteristics.
We hear alot about ibaadah and Alhamdulillah we do them
but how important are good characterigticsin lIdam? Many
times, many people who look and pray like Muslimstend
to have shortcomingsin this area. Many times we behave
better in the malls and supermarkets than we do in the
magjids. We smileat the cashiersin the stores but obstruct
people in the parking lots at the magjids. We go for Hajj
and see peopl e pushing while making tawaf. People fight-
ing for the front lines in the masjid. The Prophet (s.aw.)
speaks about that person who gets up on a Friday, takes a
shower, putson hisbest clothing, goesto the magjid, finds
a spot and sits calmly and peacefully. In hadith, it talks
about not crossing other people or pushing people aside.
Thebrother/sister we push aside or treat with scorn would
get al the blessings. We should not cause inconvenience
to rush even when trying to catch our salaat. How could
we think it ok to inconvenience other peoplein the name
of being pious? The salaat, Qur’ an, fasting, etc areimpor-
tant but where arethe good characteristics? Thisisaprob-
lem we see in the world even from Presidents, doctors,
the wealthy, and the educated. Muslims are supposed to
set a better example. “In the Qur’an Chapter 33 vs 21,
Allah (sw.t.) says:*” There has certainly been for you in
the Messenger of Allah an excellent pattern of conduct
for anyone whose hope isin Allah and the Last Day and
[who] remembers Allah often.” We should remind our-
selves that the ibadah we do is for the pleasure of Allah
and that we should do things in the way that the Prophet
(s.aw.) taught us. It is us who gets the benefit and not
Allah but it isimportant to do things for the love of Allah
and not just for fear of Jahannam and not getting into
Jannah. We dress like Muslims, representing the Prophet
(s.aw.) and we act the opposite when talking and interact-
ing with people. We are misrepresenting the Qur’an and
the sunnah.

we call Holy Week, which con-

cludes with sunrise Easter morning, the day we celebrate
theresurrection of Jesus. Normally our churchesarefilled
with worshippers aswe recount thefinal daysof Jesus|ead-
ing up to his death upon the cross, his arrest, sham trial,
humiliation, and suffering. These servicesare solemn, mov-
ing, and meaningful. It reminds us of the cost of the grace
that we have received and our full dependence upon God
whose promises can trust completely. “After telling this
story on Good Friday, the service of Tenebrae or “shad-
ows,” whichisatypical choicefor Good Friday, concludes
with the procession and adoration of the cross in which a
large crossiscarried in and then worshippersare invited to
kneel beforeit and expresstheir thanks and devotion to the
one who hung upon it for their sakes and the sake of the
world. It is not unusua to see people weep there, heads
bowed. “Thisyear dueto CONVID 19 and the subsequent
restrictions placed upon us for our safety, our Holy Week
and Easter services, like worship services for our Muslim,
Jewish, and other interfaith friends, will be different. There
will be no gathering together in person, but live streaming.
There will be no washing of feet on Maundy Thursday or
adoration of the cross on Good Friday. Easter morning at
sunrise, our garden will not befull of worshippers celebrat-
ing the resurrection of Jesus with candles and praise. On a
day of thegreatest joy for Christians, when we shout “ Christ
isrisen, Alleluia,” people will be doing so from the safety
of their own homes. “A handful of our singers and musi-
ciansalong with myself will bein an empty sanctuary Eas-
ter morning in front of avideo camera, streaming our ser-
vice to people through Facebook and YouTube, to people
throughout the world, just as our Jewish friends just re-
cently had to do for Passover, and you, our Muslim friends
now do each week, for your Jumu’ ah prayers. Inthejoy of
such worship, there is a tinge of sadness and loss as we
adapt to our current circumstances and seek the opportuni-
tiesthat God offers usin thistime. Last week, as our con-
gregation helped provide groceries to hundreds of suffer-
ing families, we reached out to the Darul Uloom Institute
to share from the bounty provided to us. My prayer for
this time is that we would all continue to honor God by
choosing to strengthen and enrich our interfaith tiesand a
living act of worship and devotion; to embody the love we
have for God in our love for our neighbor. Th n he bless-
ings of God be upon you, always, friends!

In the name of God, the Compassionate, the Merciful, the Creator of al man-
kind, the Fashioner of al our shapesand forms, | bear witnessthat thereisno
god but God, and Muhammad is his servant and messenger. In the Quran,
Allah (SWT) often speaks of His creation. He describes the heavens and the
earth, the plants and the animals, and even humankind. The Holy Quran de-
scribes how He fashioned the prophet Adam (as) from clay, and how every
baby is fashioned in the womb of their mother. The Holy Quran not only
describes creation but points out how creation itself isasign of Allah (SWT).
In Surat Room, aya 22, Allah (SWT) points out that the creation of heavens
and the earth are among His signs. The stars, the planets, the oceans, and the
earth beneath our feet is often thought of as miraculous, as subjectsworthy of
reflection. However, the aya points to two more of Allah’'s (SWT) signs, two
signsthat sadly are often not met by mankind with as much awe asthe heav-
ens or the earth, yet described with the same level of reverence: our differ-
ences in languages and colors. Subhan Allah, the Ummah is incredibly di-
verse, reaching every country and every corner of the world. Mudims are of
every color and speak a wide variety of languages. The Quran teaches that
this diversity is not only a blessing but a sign of our Creator. However, a
common myth exists that |earning more than one language can be harmful to
children. In countrieswhere Muslims have migrated, it iscommon for parents
to speak one language and children to learn the language of the new country.
Many people think that parents should encourage their children to speak the
dominant language of there area and that speaking their native tongue will
harm their children’s ability to succeed in school and life. Alhamdulilah, this
is false. Research shows that children who speak a language at home other
than theone commonly spoken intheir country will eventually learn the domi-
nant language. Furthermore, knowing more than one language will not harm
their ability to succeed in school. Though we may not redlize it, exposure to
language is everywhere. When children go to school, watch TV, play with
others, or even go with their parents to the store, they are exposed to the
dominant language of the country they livein. Learning to speak and under-
stand the language of their parents will not stop that. A common reason why
people think that it is harmful to children to learn more than one language is
because of a phenomenon called “code-switching.” This is when someone
who speakstwo or more languageswill switch between the languages, some-
timesin the same sentence. For exampl e, achild who speaksboth Englishand
Spanish my say something like: “I want agua’ to mean“| want water.” Often,
adultswill fear that thismeansthe child is confused, but thisisnot true. Code-
switching can happen for many reasons, such as a word in one language is
easier to say than the other, or they just haven’t learned that word in the other
language yet. Even if a child doesthis, they do understand these are parts of
two different languages and are not confused. Allowing our children to have
the opportunity to learn morethan onelanguage allowsthem to have stronger
connectionsto their families and communities. It also provides them with an
important opportunity to explore one of the beautiful signs of Allah (SWT).”

might seem arather silly question. Most people would re-
ply by saying, “Of course, | know who | am!”

Our
current health care crisis has taught this lesson to some. Pre-
viously, few were concerned about whether or not food ser-
vice workers were paid sick leave. We all know that if sick
pay isnot available, peoplewill cometo work sick, infecting
other workers and the customers. Now many have now come
to understand that paid sick leave for all workers protects
everyone. If people do not have sick pay and do not have
health care, we will all suffer.
In thistime of crisis and social distancing, it isimportant to
look at aspects of thisasit relates to immigration.

PUBLIC CHARGE ANALYSIS
One of the new anti-immigrant policieswhich | have not had
time to write about is the new “Pubic Charge Analysis’ by
which all but the most well off are denied U.S. residence de-
spite having significant family tiesin the U.S. It is a draco-
nian measure, and everyoneis struggling to understand how
the Immigration service will apply this. A bit of good news
on this is that USCIS announced on Friday that any immi-
grant who gets tested or treated will not be negatively im-
pacted as part of afuture public charge analysis.

ASYLUM DETAINEES

Noah Lanard, a reporter for Mother Jones wrote that “Last
week, a Cuban asylum seeker called me from afor-profit jail
in Louisianato expressthe samefear shared by people across
the world. The man, whom I'll call Alberto to protect him
from potential retaliation, had more reason to worry about
the coronavirusthan most: Hewas detained in acrowded room
alongside nearly 100 others at a jail run by LaSalle Correc-
tions, acompany with along record of providing shoddy medi-
cal care. ' If coronavirusgetsin here’ hesaid, ‘it’'sgoing to be
amassacre.”” When reading this, | urgeyou to remember that
weareall in thistogether —thisisnot just about thosein ICE
detention. Those detained may be infected by jail workers
who bring it into the facility, and/or the jail workers may be
infected by the detainees and bring it back to their families
and communities.
Apart from the current crisis, |CE has been found by at least
onefederal Judgeto be unnecessarily subjecting asylum seek-
ersto mandatory detention. These people are not criminals,

Prophet Muhammad (S.A.W.) was given a beauti-
ful gift, the Holy Qur’an. He left some invaluable
ahadith (sayings) on it, afew of which are:

-The best among you is he who learns the Qur’an
and teachesit.

-One who is well versed in Qur’an will be in the
company of angelswho are scribes, noble and righ-
teous; and he who falters in reading it and has to
exert hard for its learning, gets double the reward.

‘Hasad (jealousy) isnot permitted except in respect
of two:

onewho Allah blesseswith recitation of Qur’an and
remains engaged in it day and night and the other
who isgiven alot of wealth by Allah and spends it
day and night.

-Allah exalts many people by means of the Holy
Qur’an and He also degrades and disgraces others
by means of the same.

-On the day of judgement, three things will be un-
der the shade of the arsh (Allah’s throne), one of
which is the Qur’ an.

‘Whoever reads the Qur’an and learns it by heart
and regards its lawful as such and its unlawful as
forbidden, will be admitted to Jannah (Heaven) by
Allah who will also accept his intercession in re-
spect of such ten persons of his family who will
have been doomed to Jahannam (Hell).

‘He in whose heart there’'s no part of Qur’anislike
unto a deserted house.

-On the day of judgement it will be said to the man

We, Muslims must honestly ask ourselves whether our
difficulties and sufferings are not due to our greed and
pursuit of our lower desires and to our indifference to God’s
commands:

“And if it had been Our Will, We should have raised him
with Our Signs; But he was tempted (down) to the earth,
and followed his own useless desires. So the similarity is
that of a dog: if you attack him, he puts out his tongue
(and pants), or if you leave him alone, he (still) hangs out
his tongue (and pants). That is the similarity of those who
reject Our Signs; so relate the stories; so that they may
think. (7:176)”.

We have professed to dedicate ourselves to the creation of
an Islamic society under the Sovereignty of God and to
obeying His commands, and we must be faithful to our
covenant:

Movements in Salah:

Igamah: Raising one’s hands above the shoulder mobilizes the
elbow and allows free movement of the head of the humorous
because of alubricant synovia fluid that is needed to get rid-off
frozen shoulder. We perform this movement at least 5 times aday.
Rukh: Rukooh which is performed 10 timesaday strengthensthe
hamstring muscles— located at the rear of upper legs, which flex
the knee joints, extend the thigh to the backside of the body, helps
in walking, running and many other physical activities. Rukh
should be performed by locking your elbow joints and knee caps
while maintaining a straight back. Your head should not be tilted
upwards, rather it should be positioned downwards. The correct-
ness of this position is important to avoid Cervical Spondylosis
which causes stiffness of the neck muscles. When performed cor-
rectly this position strengthens lower back muscles thereby alle-
viating back pain. 10-15 seconds of the Rukooh position is the
ideal time for maximizing pain relief.

Qiam:(Rising from Rukooh)-Performed 19 times per day. Your
back should be straight. Do not put both shoulders down, keep
elbow joint straight to maximize the blood flow in your fingers.
Stay in this position for at least 10-15 seconds.
Sujood: Performed at least 30 times per day. Seven parts of the
body have to touch the ground(hands, knee-caps,
feet, head). Try to put the head on earth, tiles, concrete slab, this
way body is“earthed” and all negative charges are diffused. Eyes
should be toward the nose, upper eyeballs are getting more blood
into the tiny veins around the eyeball improving the circulation,
getting morelubrication into thelens, cleaning, getting rid-off cata-
racts. When the head isin sujood, the diaphragm in the body cav-
ity pushes the lungs to expel carbon dioxide allowing more oxy-
gen to be inhaled. More blood is going to oxygenate and nourish
millions of neurons (brain cells).
Pause between Sujood at least for 10 seconds.

Salam: Take your time by turning the face, on each side turn the
face towards each shoulder for at least 5 seconds, with a pause in
the middle. Neck muscles will be properly stretched thereby re-
lieving neck pain.

EXTRA TIPS: After Salah. TOUCH your TOES with your both
fingers and count to 10 daily and increase to 100. Back muscles
and hamstrings will be strengthened back pain will be perma-
nently relieved.

Caution: If you have an injury/disability DON’T do this
exercise.

they are seeking safety in this country.
According to Mother Jones, between
2011 and 2013, five of ICE's field of-
fices approved 92% of asylum seekers
requeststo be released on parole. In the
first months of the Trump administration,
that rate dropped to 4 percent. Now, ICE
is not just subjecting asylum seekers to
unnecessary detention, ICE is subject-
ing them to a possible “ massacre”

Time Magazine al so recently published
